Students present a “Mini concert” 

during the last day of camp.  

Campers should be ages 7-12 and should have a level one competency in music reading 

and some basic keyboard skills.

Toddler Tunes (TT) :  Ages 2 yrs old to 3     Four 30-min. sessions 
($70.00 includes Book and CD)  This is a joyful first music experience – movement, singing 
and musical games, finger plays, keyboard games, and musical sharing with parent or caregiver.

Melody Time (MT):    Ages 5 to 6        Four 45-min. sessions 
($80.00 includes Book and CD)  Melody Time is carefully constructed for children to learn 
the basic building blocks of music. Emphasis areas: ear training, solfege singing, keyboard 
playing, ensemble, rhythmic activities, movement, and music creativity. This exceptional course 
gives the student “inner hearing” which makes skills such as transposing, improvisation and 
composing easily accessible to their musical studies. Parents are fully involved.

Young Musician Primer (YMP):  Ages 6 to 7      Four 45-min. sessions 
($80.00 includes Book and CD)  Students learn beginning music concepts through singing, 
ear training, note reading, keyboard solo and ensemble playing, rhythm ensemble and creative 
activities. This course provides a strong basis for further musical study. Parents share in class 
time. Parents are fully involved in class and at home.

Keyboard Prep Primer (KPP): Ages 8 to 11  Four 45-min. sessions
